Plan Revision Process
· To begin the plan revision process, submit two (2) sets of redline drawings showing proposed changes to L.A. County’s Land Development Division for review.  For more information, contact the Land Development Division at (626) 458-4921.

· The County will review the proposed changes and issue a Green Sheet upon approval.  The Green Sheet is issued based on the redline drawing(s).

· Submit the redline drawing(s) and the original Green Sheet to the City for review.  A check for the Plan Revision Fee and the Document Imaging Fee (Refer to the current Fee Schedule on the City web site for fee amounts) shall be included with the submittal. 

· Upon City approval of the redline drawing(s), the City will release the mylar(s) to the Engineer for plan revisions.

· After the revisions are made on the mylar(s), return the mylar(s) to the City for signature.

· Once the mylar(s) are signed and approved by the City, the plans are ready to be included in the storm drain transfer submittal package to the County.

New Storm Drain Construction Within the City of Santa Clarita’s Boundaries
· To begin the plan check process, submit the proposed Storm Drain Plans to Los Angeles County’s Land Development Division for review.  For more information on the submittal requirements, contact the Land Development Division at (626) 458-4921.

· The County will review the proposed plans and issue a Green Sheet upon approval.
· Submit two (2) sets of the approved drawings and the original Green Sheet to the City for review.  The following fees shall be paid with the submittal, Plan Review Fee, Storm Drain Transfer Processing Fee, and the Document Imaging Fee (Refer to the current Fee Schedule on the City web site for fee amounts)

· The City’s portion of review involves the following:

1. Review easements / right-of-way and access requirements and documents accuracy.

2. Review maintenance responsibility. Drains outside the right-of-way should have the statement "Not to be maintained by the Los Angeles County Flood Control District (LACFCD) or the City of Santa Clarita"
3. Verify consistency with Grading Plans and approved Hydrology Study.

4. Verify consistency with final map.

· Upon City approval of the final drawings, the Engineer shall stamp, sign and submit the original mylars to the City Engineer for signature.

· Once the mylars are signed and approved by the City Engineer, the plans are ready to be included in the storm drain transfer submittal package to the County.
