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Emergencies can occur at any time and without warning. The emergency can be fire, traffic
collision, or a natural disaster. If such events occur when you are in your vehicle, you need to be
ready to handle the situation. Emergency professionals recommend that drivers carry an
emergency kit in their vehicles. The amount of supplies in the emergency kit should provide for the
passengers that are in the vehicle on a daily basis, (i.e., carpooling daily). It is also important to
check expiration dates of products in the vehicle kit, twice a year.
